MINUTES

WEST YORK BOROUGH COUNCIL  -  MONDAY, MARCH 15, 2010

     THE WORKSHOP MEETING WAS CALLED TO ORDER AT 6:00 P.M. BY PRESIDENT WILSON FOLLOWED BY PRAYER AND PLEDGE TO THE FLAG.  MEMBERS PRESENT WERE MR. WILSON, MR. KNAUB, MR. HERMAN,  MRS. SHUE, MRS. LAIRD, MR. MUMMERT AND MS. METZLER.  ALSO PRESENT WAS MAYOR FIRESTONE.

MAYOR’S REPORT

     THE MAYOR READ THE POLICE REPORT FOR FEBRUARY.  THE CHIEF NOTED THAT RESIDENTS SHOULD NOT LET THEIR CARS RUN UNATTENDED, NOR LET THE KEYS INSIDE OF VEHICLES.   THREE REPORTS OF THEFT WERE REPORTED IN FEBRUARY DUE TO THIS SITUATION.   ANOTHER REMINDER NOW THAT SPRING IS COMING, RESIDENTS SHOULD KEEP THEIR PROPERTIES CLEANED UP AND VEHICLES WHICH ARE NOT LICENSED AND/OR INSPECTED CANNOT BE STORED ON PRIVATE OR PUBLIC PROPERTY.
CODE ENFORCEMENT

     MRS. SHUE WISHED TO REVISIT THE COPIER MATTER FOR USE IN CODE ENFORCEMENT.  SHE UNDERSTANDS THAT A COPIER WAS DONATED TO THEM TODAY, HOWEVER IT WILL NOT FULFILL THEIR NEEDS.  ON MOTION BY MRS. SHUE SECONDED BY MS. METZLER AND AGREED, THE COMBINATION COPIER (AS DISCUSSED AT THE LAST MEETING) AT A COST OF $699 FROM IMPAX WAS APPROVED FOR PURCHASE FOR USE IN THE CODE ENFORCEMENT PROGRAM.  MR. WILSON ABSTAINED DUE TO PERSONAL REASONS.  MR. HERMAN INQUIRED IF THE ELECTRONIC METHOD FOR THE PROGRAM WAS LOOKED INTO AS DISCUSSED 3/1/10.  MR. WILSON LOOKED INTO THE FIREHOUSE PROGRAM AND FOUND THAT IT WOULD COST MORE TO HOOK UP MULTI UNITS PLUS THE LICENSING AGREEMENT FEES.  MR. WILSON EXPRESSED HIS OPINION THAT THE DONATED COPIER WOULD SUFFICE.  MR. WILSON WOULD ALSO LIKE TO LOOK INTO ONLINE STORAGE OF ALL BOROUGH RECORDS AT APPROXIMATELY $50 MONTHLY.  MR. WILSON STATED THAT HE WILL CHECK WITH GENE LOVE, WHO DONATED THE COPIER AS TO WHAT HE WISHES BE DONE WITH IT AND THE TWO YEARS WORTH OF SUPPLIES WHICH CAME WITH IT.  MR. WILSON STATED THAT THE MAINTENANCE CONTRACT ON OUR BOROUGH PRINTER HAS COME DUE IN THE AMOUNT OF $595 ANNUALLY IF COUNCIL WISHES TO RENEW. 
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  AFTER DISCUSSION, THE DONATED COPIER WILL BE PUT IN THE POLICE DEPARTMENT FOR THEIR USE ON MOTION BY MS. METZLER SECONDED BY MRS. SHUE AND AGREED, IF IN AGREEMENT WITH GENE LOVE.
     MRS. SHUE WENT OVER THE FORMS USED BY CODE ENFORCEMENT AND WHICH ARE DONE THROUGH PENNY PRESS.  MR. WILSON STATED THAT THE ONE FORM, PRINTED ON BOTH SIDES CAN NOW BE MADE WITH THE COPIER RATHER THAN THROUGH PENNY PRESS.  MRS. LAIRD SUGGESTED THAT PRINTING COSTS BE LOOKED INTO FROM OTHER FIRMS.  

     MR. WILSON STATED THAT THE CODE ENFORCEMENT COMMITTEE MUST MAKE IT KNOWN TO THE ENFORCEMENT OFFICERS, THAT BEFORE A MATTER GOES TO THE MAGISTRATE, A HEARING MUST BE HELD BEFORE BOROUGH COUNCIL.

     MRS. SHUE PROPOSED THE DATE(S) OF JUNE 11,12 & 13, 2010 FOR THE FREE YARD SALE WEEKEND, HOURS OF 7AM TO 4PM WHICH WAS APPROVED ON MOTION BY MRS. SHUE SECONDED BY MS. METZLER AND AGREED.  THE ANIMAL RESCUE PROGRAM  (BARK – Borough Animal Response Koalition)  HAS RESCHEDULED THEIR YARD SALE TO BE HELD ON JULY 31, 2010 WHICH WAS APPROVED ON MOTION BY MRS. SHUE SECONDED BY MS. METZLER AND AGREED.

     MRS. SHUE DISPLAYED HER SPRING/SUMMER NEWSLETTER FOR REVIEW.  ANYONE WITH COMMENTS ON THE LETTER SHOULD CONTACT MRS. SHUE.
OLD BUSINESS

    MR. WILSON REPORTED MEETING WITH HABITAT FOR HUMANITY ON THE HIGHLAND AVENUE PROPERTY INVOLVING YORK COUNTY SCHOOL OF TECHNOLOGY STUDENTS.  MR. WILSON WILL MEET WITH THE SCHOOL ON THEIR TIMELINE.  PLANS MUST BE REVIEWED AND APPROVED FIRST.
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NEW BUSINESS

       ON MOTION BY MS. METZLER SECONDED BY MRS. SHUE AND AGREED, A RESOLUTION WAS APPROVED TO ALLOW THE BOROUGH TO FILE ONLINE PENNDOT FORMS, RESOLUTION 31510A.

      COUNCIL AGREED FOR MR. WILSON TO LOOK INTO AN ONLINE SYSTEM FOR BOROUGH RECORDS AND BACKUP.

     MR. HERMAN REFERRED TO THE SOLICITOR’S INVOICE WHERE IT STATES “PREPARE FOR COUNCIL MEETING; ATTEND COUNCIL MEETING; CONFERENCE WITH COUNCILMAN HERMAN REGARDING 2009 LEGAL FEES AND JANUARY INVOICE”.  MR. HERMAN STATED THAT THE INFORMATION DISCUSSED BETWEEN HE AND THE SOLICITOR AFTER THE MEETING COULD HAVE BEEN DISCUSSED DURING THE OPEN MEETING, THEREFORE HE WANTS IT REMOVED FROM THE INVOICE.  MR. WILSON REQUESTED THAT HE PLACE IT IN WRITING.
    MR. WILSON NOTED THAT EACH DEPARTMENT HAS GOT TO BUCKLE DOWN AND SAVE AS OUR TIMES ARE STILL COMING.  SOME PEOPLE ARE NOT GOING TO BE ABLE TO PAY BOROUGH TAXES THIS YEAR AND THERE ARE TIMES WHEN COUNCIL WILL HAVE TO SAY NO AND WE WILL HAVE TO DO THE BEST WITH WHAT WE HAVE.
