MUMMERT’S MOTHER-IN-LAW) AND NOTED THAT THEY ARE IN OUR THOUGHTS THIS EVENING.  A MOMENT OF SILENCE WAS OBSERVED FOLLOWED BY THE PLEDGE TO THE FLAG.  MEMBERS PRESENT WERE MR. WILSON, MR. KNAUB, MR. HERMAN, MRS. SHUE AND MS. METZLER.  ALSO PRESENT WAS SOLICITOR ANDERSON, ENGINEER TREGLIA AND MAYOR FIRESTONE.

     TWO BIDS WERE RECEIVED AS ADVERTISED.  CHICAGO MOTORS $1407 ACCOMPANIED BY THE REQUIRED BID BOND AND SULLI MOTORS $857 WHICH WAS DISQUALIFIED AS NO BID BOND WAS ENCLOSED.  ON MOTION BY MR. KNAUB SECONDED BY MS. METZLER AND AGREED, THE BID FROM CHICAGO MOTORS WAS ACCEPTED IN THE AMOUNT OF $1407.

     MR. WILSON TABLED APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES OF THE APRIL 19, 2010 MEETING UNTIL THE WORKSHOP OF MAY 17, 2010.

PUBLIC COMMENT PERIOD

     WHITNEY POOLE AND JUAN CHOW KAI WERE PRESENT REPRESENTING EDSI (YORK EARNCENTER) TO EXPLAIN THE PROGRAM OF PLACING ADULTS IN THE WORKPLACE ON A JOB READINESS ASSISTANCE BASIS AT NO COST TO THE EMPLOYER TO PRACTICE JOB SKILLS  PRIOR TO OBTAINING PAID EMPLOYMENT ELSEWHERE.  MS. POOLE PROVIDED A COPY OF THE CONTRACT FOR COUNCIL’S REVIEW.
     KAROL FEESER, 20 S. DEWEY ST., WAS PRESENT IN REFERENCE TO THE EXTREMELY HIGH WEEDS/GRASS AT THE VACANT NEIGHBORING PROPERTY WHICH WERE TAKEN CARE OF BY THE BOROUGH’S HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT.  SHE INQUIRED WHAT CAN BE DONE TO KEEP THIS FROM RECURRING AS THE SAME SITUATION OCCURRED LAST YEAR.  MR. WILSON ADVISED MRS. FEESER TO CONTACT EITHER HIMSELF OR CODES ENFORCEMENT IF THE WEEDS BECOME OVERBEARING AS THE PROPERTY OWNER (WHO RESIDES IN MARYLAND) IGNORES ALL NOTICES FROM THE BOROUGH.  THE OWNER WILL BE BILLED FOR BOROUGH SERVICES AND LIENED IF UNPAID.
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     CHARLENE LAUGHMAN, 1835 FILBERT ST. WAS PRESENT IN REFERENCE TO WHAT SHE UNDERSTANDS IS MANDATORY RECYCLING IN THE BOROUGH AND WONDERED HOW THE RESIDENTS ARE ADVISED OF THIS.  SHE FEELS THAT NOT ALL RESIDENT DO RECYCLE.  MRS. SHUE STATED THAT SHE HAS RECYCLING INFORMATION ON THE WEBSITE (WITH A LINK TO PENN WASTE) HOWEVER SHE WILL ADD THAT IT IS MANDATORY.

     THE MAYOR READ THE APRIL POLICE REPORT.  CHIEF ALBRIGHT NOTED IN THE REPORT THAT THE ARMY SURPLUS VEHICLE IS PARKED IN THE HIGHWAY LOT AND HE THANKED COUNCIL FOR THE APPROVAL.  THE POLICE DEPARTMENT THANKED THE WEST YORK BLOCKWATCH FOR THE DONATION FOR A BICYCLE RACK.

LLOYD AND ADVISE HIM THAT THE BOROUGH NEEDS A COPY OF THE GRANT IN ORDER TO PROCEED.
