MINUTES

WEST YORK BOROUGH COUNCIL  -  MONDAY, JUNE 21, 2010

     THE MEETING WAS CALLED TO ORDER AT 6:00 P.M. BY PRESIDENT WILSON FOLLOWED BY PRAYER AND PLEDGE TO THE FLAG.  MEMBERS PRESENT WERE MR. WILSON, MR. KNAUB, MR. HERMAN, MR. MUMMERT AND MS. METZLER.  MRS. LAIRD AND MRS. SHUE WERE ABSENT.  ALSO PRESENT WAS MAYOR FIRESTONE.

MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING

     ON MOTION BY MR. MUMMERT SECONDED BY MR. HERMAN AND AGREED, THE MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING (JUNE 7, 2010) WERE APPROVED AS PRESENTED.

MAYOR’S REPORT

     THE MAYOR READ THE POLICE REPORT FOR THE MONTH OF MAY.  
     THE MAYOR THANKED EVERYONE WHO SHOWED UP FOR THE MEMORIAL DAY PARADE AND RELATED ACTIVITIES, ALSO THANKED WERE THE WEST YORK AND YORK CITY FIRE POLICE FOR THEIR ASSISTANCE.

     MR. HERMAN READ FROM THE REPORT THAT THE CHIEF THANKED SERGEANT SEIBEL AND OFFICER MUSSELMAN FOR THEIR EFFORTS IN REVAMPING THE ARMY SURPLUS VEHICLE TO SUIT THE NEEDS OF THE DEPARTMENT.

FIRE

    MR. MUMMERT REPORTED THAT ON THE WAY BACK TO THE STATION AFTER RESPONDING TO A FIRE, THE TIRE ON ENGINE 1 BLEW OUT AND OPERATOR HELTEBRIDLE WAS COMMENDED FOR DOING SUCH A GOOD JOB IN KEEPING THE ENGINE UNDER CONTROL.  THE DAMAGES HAVE BEEN TAKEN CARE OF THROUGH AN INSURANCE CLAIM.  A LETTER WILL BE PLACED IN OPERATOR HELTEBRIDLE’S FILE COMMENDED FOR HIS ACTIONS DURING THIS INCIDENT.
POLICE

     MR. WILSON RECEIVED A REQUEST FROM CHIEF ALBRIGHT TO HAVE APPROVAL TO TAKE 21 BICYCLES THAT ARE STORED AT THE HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT TO A LOCAL SCRAP YARD (THESE ARE STOLEN, RECOVERED, ETC.).  THE FUNDS WOULD BE USED FOR THE POLICE DEPARTMENT.  ON MOTION BY MR. MUMMERT SECONDED BY MR. KNAUB AND AGREED, THE REQUEST TO SCRAP THE BIKES WAS APPROVED.

     CHIEF ALBRIGHT REQUESTED THAT COUNCIL ADOPT A RESOLUTION TO TURN OVER HAND TOOLS, MOWERS, ETC. IN POSSESSION SINCE 2004 ( NO IDENTIFYING MARKS NOR HAD THEY BEEN REPORTED STOLEN) TO THE HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT WHICH WAS APPROVED ON MOTION BY MR. MUMMERT SECONDED BY MR. HERMAN AND AGREED.
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     MR. MUMMERT REPORTED THAT NO PARKING SIGNS WERE ERECTED IN THE ALLEY BEHIND THE LAUNDROMAT AT KING AND HIGHLAND AS CARS WERE BEING PARKED THERE AND THE ALLEY WAS PARTIALLY BLOCKED TO FIRE EQUIPMENT.

     ON MOTION BY MS. METZLER SECONDED BY MR. KNAUB AND AGREED THE CIVIL SERVICE LIST WAS EXTENDED UNTIL 12/31/10.  MR. WILSON VOTED NO.
     MR. WILSON STATED THAT CHUCK ZIENKIEWICZ HAS BROUGHT TO COUNCIL’S ATTENTION THAT WE ARE IN NEED OF AN UPDATE ON OUR OUTDOOR BURNING ORDINANCE AND OFFERED A SAMPLE OF AN ORDINANCE WHICH MR. WILSON REQUESTED BE REVIEWED.  THE SOLICITOR WILL ALSO BE ASKED TO REVIEW.
HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT

     MR. MUMMERT AND THE HIGHWAY EMPLOYEES WILL MEET WITH A REPRESENTATIVE FROM A TRUCK DEALERSHIP TOMORROW TO DISCUSS A NEW TRUCK.

      ON MOTION BY MR. MUMMERT SECONDED BY MR. KNAUB AND AGREED A REQUEST FROM JOHN DELLER, 1941 LEONARD STREET TO HAVE THE STREET BLOCKED OFF ON JUNE 26, 2010 (OPEN TO EMERGENCY VEHICLES) TO HOLD A NEIGHBORHOOD PIG ROAST FROM 11 AM TO 5 PM WAS APPROVED.  THE TOWNSHIP WAS ALSO CONTACTED FOR PERMISSION. 

     MR. HERMAN INQUIRED IF THE INFO HE READ IN THE PAPER ON THE $17,000 GRANT FOR HIGHWAY EQUIPMENT HAS BEEN FILED.  MR. MUMMERT STATED THAT WE HAVE BEEN REVIEWING THIS AND IT MAY BE A LOW INTEREST LOAN RATHER THAN A GRANT.  MR. HERMAN STATED THAT WE SHOULD POSSIBLY LOOK INTO CONTRACTING SERVICES FOR STREET SWEEPING, FOR EXAMPLE, IN ORDER TO SAVE FUNDS TO GO TOWARDS A NEW TRUCK, AS WELL AS ANY EQUIPMENT THAT ISN’T BEING USED COULD BE GOTTEN RID OF.  JOHN LOVE IS FAMILIAR WITH SOMEONE WHO CONTRACTS LEAF COLLECTION AND THE UNFORTUNATE THING ABOUT IT IS THAT YOU MUST PAY OVERTIME AS THEY ONLY WILL COLLECT ON WEEKENDS.  MR. HERMAN STATED THAT WE MUST BE RESPONSIBLE TO THE TAXPAYERS IN THIS DIFFICULT ECONOMIC TIME.
     MR. WILSON REQUESTED THAT HE EXPLAIN THE PROGRAM THAT HE AND CORY STARTED LAST WEEK WITH THE STORM SEWERS  JOHN STATED THAT AFTER MEETING WITH THE ENGINEER, THEY BEGAN THE STORM SEWER INSPECTION PROGRAM AS REQUIRED BY THE STATE, DOCUMENTING ANY PROBLEMS THAT THEY FIND DURING INSPECTIONS.  MR. WILSON STATED THAT THE ENGINEER HAD NOTED THAT SOME MUNICIPALITIES HIRE OUTSIDE FIRMS, HOWEVER WE DECIDED TO TAKE CARE OF IT IN THIS MANNER.
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SANITATION

     MR. WILSON STATED THAT APPARENTLY ONE OF THE BOROUGHS GOOD NEIGHBORS, YORK FISH AND OYSTER, IS HAVING A PROBLEM WITH THEIR TRASH.  APPARENTLY ONE OF OUR COUNCILMEMBERS APPROACHED THE TRASH COLLECTORS AND ADVISED THEM THAT THE TRASH COULDN’T BE COLLECTED UNTIL LATER IN THE DAY, AND NOW DUE TO THE CONTENTS OF YORK FISH AND OYSTERS TRASH, IT IS ODOROUS AND MAGGOTS RESULT AS IT IS NOT BEING PICKED UP UNTIL AFTERNOON.  MR. WILSON INQUIRED IF ANYONE KNOWS ANYTHING ABOUT THIS.  MR. KNAUB STATED THAT IT WAS HE WHO CONFRONTED THE TRASH COLLECTORS AT 4:30 AM AS THEY WERE MAKING TOO MUCH NOISE.  MR. WILSON WILL GO AND SPEAK WITH THE OWNER OF YORK FISH AND OYSTER AS THEY DON’T NEED PROBLEMS AS A RESULT OF THIS.
FINANCE & GRANTS

     MR. WILSON STATED THAT THIS YEAR, HE WOULD LIKE EACH DEPARTMENT COMMITTEE TO ASSIST IN PREPARATION OF THEIR BUDGET.

     MR. WILSON ADJOURNED THE MEETING AT 6:31 P.M. FOR AN EXECUTIVE SESSION ON A PERSONNEL MATTERS.  THE MEETING RECONVENED AT 7:37 P.M.

NEW/UNFINISHED BUSINESS

     MR. WILSON REQUESTED THAT COUNCIL REVIEW THE LETTER FROM ATTORNEY BARANSKI ON THE HABITAT FOR HUMANITY MATTER.

     MS. METZLER STATED THAT THE ANIMAL RESPONSE HAS BEEN EXTREMELY BUSY WITH CALLS FOR DOGS RUNNING AT LARGE AND HAS TAKEN A LOT OF WORK OFF OF THE POLICE DEPARTMENT.  WEIS MARKETS HAVE DONATED DOG FOOD AND SHE STATED THEY HAVE BEEN GIVING IT OUT THROUGH THE RESCUE PROGRAM.  MS. METZLER STATED THAT PEOPLE ARE BEING IRRESPONSIBLE AND IT HAS BEEN OVERWHELMING, BUT THEY ARE DOING OKAY.
