WEST YORK BOROUGH COUNCIL  -  MONDAY, MAY 17, 2010

     THE MEETING WAS CALLED TO ORDER AT 6:00 P.M. BY PRESIDENT WILSON FOLLOWED BY PRAYER AND PLEDGE TO THE FLAG.  MEMBERS PRESENT WERE MR. WILSON, MR. KNAUB, MR. HERMAN, MRS. SHUE, MRS. LAIRD, MR. MUMMERT, MS. METZLER.  ALSO PRESENT WAS MAYOR FIRESTONE.
MINUTES OF THE APRIL 19 MEETING
     ON MOTION MY MR. MUMMERT, THE MINUTES BE ACCEPTED WITH THE CONDITION THAT THE LETTER ATTACHED AS PART OF THE MINUTES BE REMOVED AS SOME THINGS CITED IN THE LETTER WERE NOT SAID DURING A COUNCIL MEETING AND IT IS INAPPROPRIATE, SECONDED BY MR. KNAUB AND AGREED.  THE LETTER FROM LORI UHRICH WILL BE REMOVED AS AN ATTACHMENT TO THE 4/19/10 MINUTES.

     ON MOTION BY MR. KNAUB SECONDED BY MRS. SHUE AND AGREED, THE MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING (5/3/10) WERE APPROVED AS PRESENTED.

PUBLIC COMMENT PERIOD

     MR. WILSON COPIED COUNCIL ON AN EMAIL THAT WAS SENT TO HIM BY THE WY BLOCKWATCH ON THE 2010 NATIONAL NIGHT OUT.  BLOCKWATCH HAS INVITED COUNCIL TO ARRANGE SOMETHING AT THE PARK IN ORDER TO INTRODUCE THEMSELVES TO THOSE ATTENDING.  MR. WILSON ASKED FOR VOLUNTEERS TO HANDLE THIS AND IF NOT, HE WILL MAKE SURE A TABLE IS SET UP FOR COUNCILMEMBERS.
PUBLIC SAFETY

      MR. WILSON REPORTED THAT HE AND MR. HERMAN HAD A DISCUSSION REFERENCE THE WAY THE PUBLIC SAFETY COMMITTEE IS LAID OUT AND IT IS RATHER CONFUSING.  MR.
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 WILSON APPOINTED MR. MUMMERT TO CHAIR THE PUBLIC SAFETY COMMITTEE IN ORDER TO DELEGATE DUTIES TO THE MEMBERS IF THE NEED ARISES.  MR. WILSON APPRECIATES THAT THE MEMBERS WORK SO WELL TOGETHER.

HIGHWAY 

      MR. MUMMERT REFERRED TO THE STATE CONSTRUCTION THAT IS GOING ON AND NOW THE HIGHWAY SUPERVISOR WAS TOLD THAT WE WILL NEED TO PURCHASE 67 NEW MANHOLE COVERS BECAUSE THEY ARE CHANGING THE GRADE AND THE COST TO THE BOROUGH WILL BE $8,000.   JOHN LOVE STATED THAT THE MANHOLE COVERS ARE NOT UNIFORM AND THERE ARE FOUR DIFFERENT SIZES WHICH WILL CREATE A PROBLEM IN OBTAINING THEM.  IN ADDITION, JOHN STATED THAT WE WERE ORIGINALLY TOLD BY OUR ENGINEER (PER THE STATE) THAT THEY WERE NOT CHANGING THE GRADE THEREFORE THIS MATTER WOULD NOT COME UP.  JOHN FELT THAT SINCE WE WERE ORIGINALLY TOLD THE OPPOSITE OF WHAT PENNDOT IS STATING NOW, THEY SHOULD BE HELD RESPONSIBLE FOR REPLACING MANHOLE COVERS.  MR. WILSON STATED THAT WE WILL SPEAK WITH OUR ENGINEER AT THE NEXT MEETING ON THIS MATTER.
     MR. WILSON STATED THAT HE AND KATHY WENT TO MEET WITH FEMA AND PEMA ON THURSDAY AND UNFORTUNATELY THEY WILL ONLY ALLOW A REIMBURSABLE PERIOD OF 48 CONTINUOUS HOURS FOR ONE OF THE SNOW STORMS IN FEBRUARY.  MR. WILSON ALSO NOTED THAT THE FEMA REP WAS AMAZED BY THE “ANTIQUE” TRUCKS USED BY THE BOROUGH AND WE WILL HAVE TO ADDRESS THIS.
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PARKS AND RECREATION

      MR. WILSON STATED THAT KEN WELSH HAS RECEIVED SOME PHONE CALLS FROM BUSINESSES REFERENCE POSSIBLE PLANTING DONATIONS FOR THE PARK AT OVERBROOK AND KING.  MR. WILSON IS WORKING ON A LETTER AS WELL.

     MR. WILSON GAVE CREDIT TO THE MAYOR PER HIS SUGGESTION AT A BLOCKWATCH MEETING WHICH WAS TO NAME THE PARK AT OVERBROOK AND KING – TRU AND CODY MEMORIAL PARK, SIMPLE AND NOTHING FANCY.  
     MR. WILSON STATED THAT HE SPOKE WITH DAWN PREVIOUSLY AND STATED THAT THE WY VOLUNTEER FIRE ASSOCIATION WILL BE PARKING CARS ON SHELLY PARK FOR THE STREET ROD EVENT, JUNE 4-6, 2010.

NEW/UNFINISHED BUSINESS

     MRS. LAIRD STATED THAT SHE HAS AN INVOICE FOR THE BANNER BRACKETS WHICH WERE RECENTLY ERECTED ON MARKET STREET WHICH WILL BE SUBMITTED FOR REIMBURSEMENT IN THE AMOUNT OF $394.64.

     MR. WILSON REPORTED THAT THE PRINTER/COPIER USED FOR ALL CHECKS HAS BROKEN AND WAS REPAIRED FOR THE TIME BEING BY IMPAX.  THE COST OF A NEW PRINTER (ONLY) IS $295. HOWEVER THEY WILL DEDUCT THE $120 REPAIR BILL OFF OF THE PRINTER FOR A COST OF $175.  THIS WAS APPROVED ON MOTION BY MRS. LAIRD SECONDED BY MRS. SHUE AND AGREED.
