MINUTES

WEST YORK BOROUGH COUNCIL  -  MONDAY, JUNE 7, 2010

     THE MEETING WAS CALLED TO ORDER AT 6:00 P.M. BY PRESIDENT WILSON FOLLOWED BY PRAYER AND PLEDGE TO THE FLAG.  MR. WILSON STATED THAT MS. METZLER IS ABSENT DUE TO THE PASSING OF HER DOG TOBY AND SHE WILL BE KEPT HER IN OUR THOUGHTS AND PRAYERS.  MEMBERS PRESENT WERE MR. WILSON, MR. KNAUB, MR. HERMAN, MRS. SHUE, MRS. LAIRD AND MR. MUMMERT.  MS. METZLER WAS ABSENT.  ALSO PRESENT WAS SOLICITOR ANDERSON, ENGINEER TREGLIA AND MAYOR FIRESTONE.

MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING

     ON MOTION BY MR. MUMMERT SECONDED BY MR. KNAUB AND AGREED, THE MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING (5/17/10) WERE APPROVED AS PRESENTED.
ENGINEER’S REPORT

     THE ENGINEER’S REPORT IS ATTACHED AND BECOMES A PART OF THESE MINUTES.
     ON THE MATTER OF THE COMMITMENT THE YCPC IS LOOKING FOR TOWARDS THE SIGNALIZATION (20% OF $200,000), MR. WILSON STATED THAT WHEN THE PLANNING COMMISSION ORIGINALLY APPROACHED COUNCIL, THE DID NOT MENTION THAT THEY EXPECTED BOROUGH FUNDING.  MR.WILSON STATED THAT HE HAS ATTEMPTED TO CONTACT WILL CLARK BY PHONE TO ADVISE HIM THAT COUNCIL DID NOT ANTICIPATE FUNDING THIS PROJECT, HOWEVER HE HAS NOT YET RECEIVED A RETURN CALL.  HE WAS ALSO ADVISED THROUGH A MESSAGE TO WILL CLARK, THAT HE WAS WELCOME TO ATTEND TONIGHT’S MEETING.  MAYOR FIRESTONE SUGGESTED THAT SINCE THE INTERSECTION UPGRADE IS TO ACCOMMODATE THE 1320 W. MARKET STREET PROJECT, THE MATTER BE TURNED OVER TO THEM AS NORMALLY IMPROVEMENTS REQUIRED TO AID  A PRIVATE PROJECT ARE MANDATORY AND THE RESPONSIBILITY OF THE PROJECT REPRESENTATIVES.  MR. WILSON WILL CONTACT WILL CLARK AND REQUEST HE ATTEND A MEETING TO REVIEW THIS MATTER.
     ENGINEER TREGLIA GAVE THE ANNUAL OVERVIEW OF THE MS-4 (2008-09 REPORTING PERIOD)  AND REQUIREMENTS THAT MUST BE COMPLIED WITH.  THE OVERVIEW INFORMATION IS ATTACHED AND BECOMES A PART OF THESE MINUTES.  THE HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT WILL DO PERIODIC MONITORING OF OUTFALLS AND ILLICIT DISCHARGE DETECTION INSPECTIONS.
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    ON MOTION BY MR. KNAUB SECONDED BY MR. MUMMERT AND AGREED,  A RESOLUTION WAS ADOPTED APPROVING THE ISSUANCE OF GUARANTEED SEWER REVENUE BONDS, SERIES OF 2010, OF THE YORK CITY SEWER AUTHORITY IN THE AGGREGATE PRINCIPAL AMOUNT OF APPROXIMATELY $23,000,000 PURSUANT TO PROVISIONS OF A SEVENTH SUPPLEMENTAL TRUST INDENTURE WITH MANUFACTURERS AND TRADERS TRUST COMPANY AS TRUSTEE.

     ON THE RISERS REQUIRED FOR THE STATE STREET IMPROVEMENTS, THE ENGINEER STATED THAT ACCORDING TO PENNDOT, ORIGINALLY, NO ADJUSTMENTS WOULD BE REQUIRED INVOLVING THE MANHOLES.  HOWEVER, AFTER THE PROJECT BEGAN, KINSLEY CONTACTED THE HIGHWAY SUPERVISOR STATING THAT THEY WOULD NEED RISERS FOR THE MANHOLES.  ENGINEER TREGLIA CONTACTED PENNDOT AND THERE MUST HAVE BEEN SOME CONFUSION ORIGINALLY, AS THE RISERS WERE REQUIRED.  THE ENGINEER WILL OBTAIN PAPERWORK TO CLAIM 50% OF THE COST OF THE RISERS AS IS STANDARD PROCEDURE IF ADJUSTMENTS ARE REQUIRED TO MUNICIPAL UTILITIES DURING A PENNDOT HIGHWAY PROJECT.

SOLICITOR’S REPORT

     SOLICITOR ANDERSON REFERRED TO THE PROPOSED MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING BY AND BETWEEN THE WEST YORK BOROUGH POLICE DEPARTMENT AND LINCOLN INTERMEDIATE UNIT #12/MANITO, INC. WHICH HE HAD REVIEWED,  IS REQUIRED AND RECOMMENDS IT BE EXECUTED.  THE BOROUGH HAS THE SAME AGREEMENT WITH THE WEST YORK SCHOOL DISTRICT, AS REQUIRED BY STATE LAW.  THE AGREEMENT WAS APPROVED ON MOTION BY MRS. SHUE SECONDED BY MR. MUMMERT AND AGREED.
     MR. WILSON STATED THAT AN EXECUTIVE SESSION WILL BE HELD AT SOME POINT ON PERSONNEL MATTERS.

PUBLIC SAFETY

     ON MOTION BY MRS. SHUE SECONDED BY MRS. LAIRD AND AGREED, THE REQUEST FROM CHERYL EISENHART,  420 N. HIGHLAND AVE., TO HAVE WORTH STREET CLOSED OFF BETWEEN WORTH AND ADAMS ON SATURDAY, JULY 31 FROM 5PM TO 10 PM FOR A BLOCK PARTY AND ON FRIDAY  OCTOBER 15 AND SATURDAY OCTOBER 16 FROM 8AM TO 5 PM WAS APPROVED.
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     ON MOTION BY MRS. LAIRD SECONDED BY MR. MUMMERT AND AGREED,  A REQUEST BY MARY KESSLER WAS APPROVED TO HAVE THE 1700 BLOCK OF ORANGE STREET BLOCKED OFF ON JUNE 11 FOR A NEIGHBORHOOD YARD SALE.

HIGHWAY

     MR. MUMMERT REVIEWED WITH COUNCIL THE LIST OF OUTDATED EQUIPMENT USED BY THE HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT – ’69 STREET SWEEPER, ’79 JD401C, ’98 JD425, ’79 GMC DUMP, ’77 ROLLER, 67 LEAF LOADER, ’90 CHEVY PICKUP, ’92 CHEVY 3500, ’84 FORD DUMP (THE NEW TRUCK IS A ’09 FORD).  HE STATED THAT AFTER MEETING WITH MR. WILSON AND JOHN LOVE, THEY WOULD LIKE TO PROPOSE CUTTING COSTS BY GETTING RID OF TWO TRUCKS AND REPLACING WITH ONE NEW TRUCK,  AS THEY ARE CONSTANTLY HAVING BREAK DOWNS AND IT HAS BECOME COSTLY TO KEEP THEM RUNNING. (THE ’79 GMC DUMP AND THE ’92 CHEVY DUMP).  THE ’92 CHEVY IS RUSTED CAUSED BY BEING THE ONLY TRUCK USED TO SALT ENTIRE BOROUGH AND TWO YEARS BACK THE DUAL WHEELS FELL OFF, THIS PAST YEAR A NEW SALT CONTROLLER WAS INSTALLED (THE REPAIRS WERE VERY COSTLY TO THE BOROUGH).  MR. MUMMERT STATED THE HE HAS PAPERWORK TO FILE FOR AN EQUIPMENT GRANT WHICH WILL SUBMITTED AND SHOP AROUND FOR COST COMPARISON.

     MR. MUMMERT STATED THAT A NEW LOCK WAS INSTALLED ON THE CHAIN AT SHELLY PARK AFTER SOMEONE DROVE THROUGH IT AND THEY REBUILT ONE OF THE PARK BENCHES.  MR. MUMMERT STATED THAT HIGHWAY SHOULD NOT HAVE TO BE DOWN AT THE PARK EVERYDAY AS THEY DO NOW DUE TO TRASH AND/OR DAMAGE.  MR. MUMMERT  STATED THAT POSSIBLY THE BASKETBALL HOOPS SHOULD BE REMOVED FOR AWHILE AS THEY CANNOT CLEAN UP AFTER THEMSELVES.  MRS. LAIRD SUGGESTED THAT MRS. SHUE ADVISE THOSE WHO RENT THE PARK, THAT IT IS REQUIRED THAT THE TRASH BE REMOVED WHEN THEY ARE THROUGH.  MRS. SHUE STATED THAT IT APPEARS TO BE OTHERS CAUSING TRASH AND DAMAGE RATHER THAN THOSE WHO ARE RENTING THE PARK.

PARKS & RECREATION

    MRS. SHUE RECEIVED CALLS FROM BOTH THE POLICE CHIEF AND JOHN LOVE REFERENCE KIDS LETTING THE WATER RUN AT THE PARKS.  JOHN 
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LOVE STATED THAT FAUCETS ARE AVAILABLE THAT YOU CAN TURN ON AND THEY IMMEDIATELY SHUT OFF (SPRING LOADED).  MR. WILSON WANTED SOMEONE TO EXPLAIN WHY WE HAVE WATER AT THE PARKS, FOLLOWED BY JOHN LOVE STATING THAT THE HIGHWAY DOES NOT NEED WATER .  MRS. SHUE STATED THAT SHELLY PARK NEEDS WATER BECAUSE THE CHURCH PROGRAM USES IT.  MRS. SHUE HAD REQUESTED THAT PRICES BE OBTAINED ON THE SPRING LOADED FAUCETS WHICH WE ARE AWAITING.
CODE ENFORCEMENT

     MRS. LAIRD REPORTED SPEAKING WITH STU FREY WHO STATED THINGS ARE GOING WELL AND IN MAY THEY DID 25-30 INSPECTIONS.  MRS. SHUE INQUIRED WHAT WE ARE DOING WITH ABANDONED PROPERTIES AS CODE ENFORCEMENT DOESN’T SEEM TO BE ABLE TO DO ANYTHING WITH THEM AND THE HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT ENDS UP TAKING CARE OF THE GRASS/WEEDS.  THE SOLICITOR STATED THAT THE BOROUGH CAN TAKE CONTROL OF THE PROPERTY AND BOARD THEM UP AS THERE IS A STATUTE THAT ALLOWS FOR THIS, HOWEVER MAY BE COSTLY.  MR. WILSON STATED THAT HE DOES NOT FEEL THAT IT IS AN OPTION RIGHT NOW FOR THE BOROUGH TO TAKE OVER PROPERTIES.  MRS. SHUE WAS INTERESTED IN GOING AFTER THE MORTGAGE COMPANY AS PER HER CONVERSATIONS AFTER CALLING THE NUMBER POSTED ON THE DOOR  (THE PROPERTY NEXT TO HER IS AN ABANDONED PROPERTY)  SHE WAS TOLD THAT THE MORTGAGE COMPANIES ARE HOLDING UP THE SHERIFF SALES.
SEWER

     MR. HERMAN REFERRED TO AN ARTICLE IN THE SUNDAY PAPER ON THE DISPOSABLE WIPES AND THAT THE ARE NOT BIODEGRADABLE AND DO BACK UP IN THE SEWER LINE.
     THE MEETING WAS ADJOURNED AT 7:11 P.M. FOR AN EXECUTIVE SESSION ON A PERSONNEL MATTER.  THE MEETING RECONVENED AT 7:47 P.M.
NEW/UNFINISHED BUSINESS

     MRS. LAIRD COMMENTED ON THE PARK AT KING AND OVERBROOK AND FEELS THAT THE ORDER OF THE NAMES SHOULD BE CHANGED TO CODY AND TRU, FOLLOWING THE ORDER OF THE TRAGEDIES.  MR. WILSON STATED THAT SOMEONE BROUGHT THIS UP PREVIOUSLY AS WELL.  THIS WAS AGREED UPON.
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     MR. MUMMERT STATED THAT KEN WELSH DESERVES CREDIT FOR ALL OF THE TIME HE SPEND AT SHELLY PARK, PARKING CARS FOR THE STREET ROD EVENT WHICH WAS FOLLOWED BY A ROUND OF APPLAUSE.

     MR. WILSON AND MR. MUMMERT NOTED THAT ADVANCE AUTO PARTS HAS DONATED SOME ITEMS FOR THE AMBULANCE-TYPE VEHICLE RECENTLY PURCHASED.

     IT WAS AGREED THAT FIRE VOLUNTEER  JIMMY ZENKOWICH, IF MOWING THE GRASS AT THE FIREHOUSE (ON BOROUGH PROPERTY) FOR THE DRIVERS WILL HAVE TO SIGN A RELEASE FOR LIABILITY.  COUNCIL AGREED THAT JIMMY IS VERY GOODHEARTED AND HAPPY TO ASSIST WHEN HE CAN.  LATER IT WAS NOTED THAT HE IS COVERED AS A VOLUNTEER SO A SEPARATE RELEASE IS NOT REQUIRED.

    MR. WILSON STATED THAT HE AND THE MAYOR HAVE BEEN INVITED TO AN EVENT AT 1251 W. KING STREET ON JUNE 15, 2010, THE OPENING OF SEPTEMBER HOUSE, ANOTHER EVENT IS SCHEDULED FOR JUNE 29 WHICH WILL INCLUDE ALL OF COUNCIL.
